Editorial

L'actualité récente a mis en lumiére deux traits saillants de la politique européenne de la
France : la perspective fonciérement intergouvernementale qui anime ses autorités et la
méconnaissance globale de la chose européenne dans |’'espace public frangais.

Sur le premier plan, il est frappant de voir que les élites francaises considérent dans un
bel ensemble que I'Union est avant tout une affaire d’Etats, voire de ‘grands’ Etats. Si
I'attitude du Président lors du dernier Conseil européen est relativement inédite dans sa
forme, elle est sous-tendue par une conception de I'Europe qui gagne du terrain en
France. Cette approche fait des représentants nationaux les seuls acteurs légitimes de
I'Union et dénie le droit a ses institutions de s’ingérer dans les affaires intérieures d’un
Etat. L'opposition, qui a dénoncé sans détour les excés de l'action gouvernementale a
I’égard des Roms, n‘a guére réagi aux attaques dont la Commission et le Parlement
européen ont fait I'objet. Il ne semble plus y avoir en France de responsable politique
désireux ou capable de promouvoir une vision de I'lUnion européenne qui respecte sa
nature supranationale.

Les événements récents ont, en second lieu, montré que les responsables politiques et
journalistes francais ont - a quelques exceptions prés - une faible connaissance de
I'Union et de ses principes, institutions et politiques. L’'on s’est indigné avec force des
commentaires de la Commission a l’endroit de la politique intérieure francaise, sans
rappeler qu’une de ses missions premiéres est le contréle de la bonne application du droit
communautaire par les Etats. De méme, I’'on a dénié au Parlement européen le droit de
commenter la vie politique francaise, en oubliant que I'adoption de telles résolutions est
une constante de l'activité de l'assemblée depuis sa création. Les journalistes et
observateurs ont multiplié les commentaires baroques sur la « [égitimité » des prises de
positions de la Commission et du Parlement européen, mais se sont montrés moins
diserts pour présenter le cadre juridique et institutionnel dans lequel elles prenaient
place, ou expliquer ce que sont les principes de libre circulation des personnes et de non
discrimination.

On s’apercoit une fois encore que l'espace public francgais a un besoin crucial des savoirs
du monde académique sur les questions européennes. A une époque ou les praticiens de
I'Union et les avocats de I'Europe fédérale ont perdu de leur crédibilité aux yeux des
citoyens et du monde médiatique, une carence d’expertise se fait sentir. Il importe que
les chercheurs se mélent davantage du débat public, pour éclairer les citoyens et les
journalistes sur les mécanismes et les enjeux réels de lintégration européenne, en
marge de tout a priori normatif ou discours militant. Il leur revient aussi d’étre les
témoins de la réception de l'attitude des autorités francaises dans les autres Etats
membres, dans un contexte ou la politique européenne de la France ne constitue plus
gu’une variable de la prochaine élection présidentielle.

La dissertation retrace les origines de ces actions communautaires, tout en en les
replacant dans le cadre plus large de la politique industrielle, qui couvre également le
commerce extérieur, la propriété industrielle, les marchés publics, les normes
techniques, la protection des données, les questions sociales, etc. L'étude s’appuie non
seulement sur des documents officiels, la presse et des interviews, mais aussi, au
premier chef, sur les documents internes de la Commission et du Conseil européens, de
I’Agence spatiale européenne, de I'OCDE et de |'entreprise CII-HB.

Cette dissertation montre que la politique industrielle poursuivie par Ila
Commission implique la réalisation d’'un grand marché européen, protégé de l'extérieur
par des mesures préférentielles, et un soutien public pour lI'industrie, notamment dans
les secteurs de pointe. Si le projet de la Commission reste globalement identique tout au
long de la période, ses propositions concretes sont adaptées en fonction de la perception
de leur efficacité, de la réceptivité des Etats membres et des évolutions techniques. La
dissertation aboutit également a des conclusions sur les moyens mis en ceuvre par la
Commission pour tenter de faire accepter ses propositions. Premieérement, la Commission
se construit trés progressivement des bases juridiques, de I’'expérience, de 'expertise et
de la crédibilité. Deuxiémement, il n’y a pas d’« intégration |égale » automatique. Dans
certains cas, l'action de la Commission se trouve facilitée par les bases juridiques du
traité, mais il s'avere aussi possible de créer une nouvelle action communautaire sans
qu’il existe une base juridique directe. Inversement, la Commission hésite parfois a faire
usage de ses compétences en vertu du traité pour imposer une mesure aux Etats
membres, parce qu’elle espére les amener a coopérer également dans des domaines non
couverts par le traité, et qu’une action unilatérale ne contribuerait pas a créer le bon
climat. Troisiemement, le pouvoir de conviction de la Commission dépend de sa propre
cohésion. Pendant toute la période étudiée, il regne a la Commission un large consensus
sur le projet de politique industrielle & poursuivre. A la fin des années 70, le commissaire
Davignon renforce encore cette cohésion en institutionnalisant la coopération entre les
différents commissaires et services de la Commission. Enfin, Davignon innove aussi pour
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la création d'un consensus avec les autres acteurs-clé : il implique non seulement
I'industrie, mais également les administrations des Etats membres en amont des
propositions formelles. Cette capacité a créer des coalitions de soutien apparait in fine
comme l'une des principales forces de la Commission européenne.

Master Programme: Politics and Society in Europe

The aim of the programme is to offer a post-graduate training providing specific
knowledge of the political processes at the European level, increasingly crucial in a
situation where national arenas are more and more influenced by supra-national
developments and the latter ones have to deal with national and sub-national demands.

The first semester is comprised of core courses concentrating mainly on political and
social realities in Europe, and in the second semester, students have the choice to follow
one of the two tracks described below:

The EU Governance and Policies (EUGaP) track is designed to offer specialized
knowledge of political and social processes in Europe. The evolution of EU governance will
be analysed from a variety of perspectives. At the heart of these activities is the
interaction between the effects of European integration and the changing needs of the
national and sub-national systems. Graduates can expect to acquire the skills necessary
to prepare for a professional career in local agencies, national agencies, international
organizations and institutions, or NGOs.

A number of internships and stages at European and Italian institutions, during and at
the end of the teaching programme, will be available. A visit to the European and
international institutions in Brussels is regularly organized at the end of the courses.

A Master thesis of about 15,000 words must be completed during the summer months
and submitted to the director of the programme in September.

The master is linked to an International Double Award programme run together with the
University of Kent, Department of Politics and International Relations. This programme
allows the students who want to attend a 20-month joint degree, to spend the first year
in Siena and the second year at the University of Kent.

The Survey Research and Methodology (SRaM) track is designed to offer students a
solid professional foundation in the most recent techniques and methodologies in public
opinion and survey research for complex, multi-culture, multi-country survey designs.
Graduates can expect to acquire the skills necessary to prepare for a career in public
opinion analysis and survey research.

Full-time students in the SRam track will be offered a first contact with the private sector
of marketing and opinion research on a comparative, transnational scale through an
internship at a TNS office.

The SRAM programme is made possible by the unique cooperation of the two partners,
the Centre for the Study of Political Change (CIRCaP) at the University of Siena, and TNS
